     b.  The blessings that come are amazing (Ephesians 1:3-11).
3.  GOD WANTS TO ________________________________ HIS WORK IN YOU:
     a.  With God working in you, your work is good (Philippians 2:12-13).
     b.  God’s faithfulness makes your faithfulness matter (2 Timothy 2:11-13).
